or other country authority for using the goTravel (United Nations-owned software solution) 5,

Documents relating to the involvement of the Agency and/or EU member states and/or
other EU bodies in the negotiation, promotion, abolition or adoption of any laws or
frameworks that seek to regulate the deployment of the UN goTravel software in a specific
country. The involvement mentioned in the previous sentence should include, but not be
limited to, any legal and/or technical assistance provided by the Agency and/or EU member
states and/or other EU bodies, such as observations, remarks, case-studies, legal assessments,
risk assessments, policy briefs, policy positions, statistics, public consultation documents,
country positions, Agency positions, recommendations, communications and emails, notes,

minutes and meeting documents, impact assessments, audits and evaluation documents.
